INTERESTING FACTS
Here are some interesting pieces of information about these countries.

In all of them, except one, people drive on the left-hand side of the road, just 
like in Britain. One drives on the right, like in France or America. Can you 

guess which one? 

Answer: Canada. Why? Because Canada borders on the United States of 
America which drives on the right and it is easier for cross-border traffic. The 
British colony of Gibraltar, off the southern coast of Spain, also drives on the 
right for the same reason. Canada and Gibraltar are the only territories of the 

Queen that drive on the right.

Can you name the capital cities of the United Kingdom, Canada, Australia 
and New Zealand?

Answer: London, Ottawa, Canberra, Wellington

Did you know that when it is summer in Britain and in Canada, that it is 
winter in Australia and New Zealand and when it is winter in Britain and 

Canada that it is summer in Australia and New Zealand?

Answer: Since they are in opposite hemispheres, they are close to opposite 
poles, so the seasons are reversed.

The constellation of stars opposite the Union Jack in the Australian and New 
Zealand flags, as displayed on the previous pages, is called the Southern 

Cross and can only be seen in the Southern Hemisphere.  In Britain and  in 
Canada, which are in the Northern Hemisphere, the North Star can be seen.

In Australia and New Zealand, the game of cricket is extremely popular and 
is played just like in Britain. In Canada, hockey is the most popular sport.

The United Kingdom, Canada, Australia and New Zealand all have similar 
Parliaments and all have Prime Ministers. Canada, Australia and New 

Zealand each have a Governor General representing the Queen, who lives in 
the United Kingdom. The Queen often visits these other countries.

Notice that the British Union Jack flag, properly known as the Union Flag, is 
still in the upper left corner of some of the other countries flags.
